It will occur 
on a weekly basis and run for 10 weeks on a 
Friday morning. This will alleviate the 
disruption to class programs that has 
occurred when students attend every day for 
2 weeks which, we feel, will have a better 
outcome for students who participate. This 
program will tie in with school sport and is 
being offered to all Year 3 students as a 
follow up to the Learn to Swim Scheme. Year 
4 students who do not participate in PSSA 
sports will also be able to join the program as 
their sporting choice. The same high 
standard of instruction will enable students to 
learn how to swim, or develop and strengthen 
stroke work, according to their needs. At only 
$11 per week, it is a very cost-effective way 
to ensure swimming safety and success in 
the lead-up to summer.
